How to Break In Gloves
You will need to purchase one small container of Lexol Leather Conditioner (small brown bottle).
1) Place the glove on your hand.
2) Pour a liberal amount of Lexol into the palm of the glove massaging it into the palm and working your way up into the pocket and then fingers.
3) Continue to add liberal amounts of Lexol to the glove working it into the leather with your fingers. Take your time and work the Lexol in. There should not be any Lexol remaining on the surface of the glove. The entire inside pocket of the glove should be conditioned. 
4) Using a paintbrush about 1 ½” wide apply Lexol to the back of the glove.
5) Again massage the Lexol into the glove using your hands.
6) Apply Lexol to each lace on the glove, the front, back, inside and outside. Take your time to get every lace because this will give extend the life of the laces.
7) Be sure to Lexol the inside part of the glove where your hand goes.
8) Once the glove has had Lexol applied to the entire glove and there are no visible signs of excess Lexol, place it inside a clothes dryer for 3 minutes at medium-to high heat.
9) Remove the glove from the dryer and mold the glove to your hand.
10) Repeat the above steps for a 2nd time, the glove should be plyable and can now be molded or broken in to your liking. 
THE GLOVE SHOULD BE GAME READY, PLAY CATCH AND ENJOY IT! 
** NEVER OVER USE LEXOL! **
-From here Lexol should be used periodically to clean the entire glove, generally two times a month if you play at least 4 times a week. You could place a ball in the pocket if you like and tie it up for a short time.
- When the glove is not used wrap it an old towel or tee shirt to protect it from dirt and moisture and then place it in your bag. 
- When breaking in the glove DO NOT LET WRINKLES form. These wrinkles must banged out with a clean bat or mallet. Wrinkles will create rips in the glove.
- At the conclusion of the season clean the glove with Lexol and wrap it up and store it in your bag, never in a plastic bag. 

Glove Maintainence
The glove should be wrapped in a towel or tee shirt when not being used. The entire glove must be kept clean from dirt and moisture. We recommend you clean the glove twice a month during the season if you play four times a week or more. Keep the laces on the glove tight. Adjust accordingly. Do Not let wrinkles form in the pocket. Do not lend the glove to other players, your glove has been broken in to your liking and the form is comfortable for you. Never throw the glove, place it, throwing will break the form of the glove.
